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Adult midges active April-November so if no adults are active
BTV transmission cannot occur

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All of the above is extrapolated from the experience of other countries with other
midges species, and no single technigue has been demonstrated to prevent BTV
transmission in the field. However, reducing Culicoides populations will clearly
decrease the probability of transmission occurring by some degree.

Further work is required to determine if this reduction is a time and cost effective
way of combating BTV!
